TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON THE PROPOSAL FOR AN adiZONE AT SANDOWN AND FOR THE COUNCIL TO MAKE A DECISION ON IT. 


The Clerk updated the Council on the adiZONE and reported that the bid for it was successful. The site at Sandham Gardens was to be finalised this month and the Isle of Wight Council would also receive the funding agreement from Adidas. 
The cost of the adiZONE is £150,000 + VAT. The ongoing maintenance beyond year 1 is £2,700 +VAT. The Council welcomed the winning of the bid.

TO NOTE WRITTEN REPORTS FROM CLLR HUMBY AND CLLR WARD.   


Cllr Ward’s written report was received in which he paid tribute to the loss of the 3 friends Sandown who had been totally involved in the Community. He is still pursuing accommodation for the Police to be based in Sandown and also for the scrapping of the policy that allows planning applications in the centre of Sandown to have no car park provision.
Cllr Humby reported also paid tribute to the three Sandown stalwarts who she had the privilege of working with over many years. She reported on the proposal for Shanklin Theatre to be turned into a community venue. She has requested that the Isle of Wight Council issue all organisations holding events a full list of licensing requirements which is kept updated and also placed on the IWC web page as it is getting more and more difficult for volunteers to wade through all the red tape. 
She reported on a letter she had received from the Environment Agency about the weed infested wall on Culver Parade.  Councillors requested that the Clerk write again to the Environment Agency asking for the wall to be cleared. Cllr Humby reported that the Government had instructed the Isle of Wight Council to reduce the use of salt on its roads by 60%. Councillors requested that the Clerk write a letter of protest about this instruction.  


The increased number of potholes was raised and the slowness in filling them in which could 

lead to thousands of pounds in claims and it was agreed that the Clerk would write to 


the Isle of Wight Council on this issue.

TO RECEIVE IF AVAILABLE AND NOTE REPORTS FROM THE POLICE LIASON WORKING PARTY AND ENVIRONMENT AND NEIGHBOURHOODS OFFICER. 
Cllr Cowley reported on the Police Liaison Working Party. It was said that everything went well this summer and Sandown was fully manned. There had been a 20% reduction in crime and they had met their targets. The Police are intending to hold surgeries in schools at break time and this will be starting shortly.
Mike Rowlands reported there was to be a Community Surgery held in the town centre on the 30th January. He gave an update on the Police who are now looking again at Sandown Railway Station. He reported that the CCTV room has been updated and asked if the Councillors would like to visit it. It was agreed that the Clerk would liaise with Mike to arrange a visit. We are still getting some graffiti and the litter pick in Downsview had been successful.  He has done a walk about with South Wight Housing Officers and offered to do a walk round with Councillors.

TO SET THE PRECEPT FOR 2010/11

The Clerk read out the Risk Assessment that she had undertaken when preparing the proposed budget and precept for 2010-2011. The proposed budget would mean a 2½% increase with a precept of £100,450. This would mean £38.81 per Band D equivalent properties. 
Cllr Blezzard moved an amendment to set the precept at £80,000 which would be achieved by reducing the Clerk’s hours to part time saving £10,000, reducing National Insurance by £1,000, not paying the £350 for the Clerk to go to the SLCC Conference, not paying the Partnership £2,000, and Mayors Allowance of £1000.
The amendment was not seconded and therefore fell.
