THE MAYOR TO REPORT TO THE COUNCIL THE DEATH OF OLIVE SAUNDERS, PAST COUNCILLOR AND MAYOR OF SANDOWN. 


The Councillors and Members of the Public stood in silent tribute for one minute.

Public Question Time. No Members of the Public raised any questions.

A Member of Sandown Bay Protection Forum made a presentation to the Town Council on the effects of commercial
‘Set Net’ fishing in Sandown Bay prior to agenda item 455/10.
Their concerns were:-

· Public Health and Safety

· Intensive and non-selective methods used

· Bycatch-cetaceans, birdlife, juvenile fish

· Irresponsible marking of gear

· Species targeted are presently on MCS ‘Avoid’ List

· Sheer volume of fish removed by greed

· Decimation of immature fish

· Reduction of holiday anglers

· Loss of Local Angling Interest

· Case study needed on local flounder population but no money available to carry it out
· Interest in the Bay for future generations.

· Concerned about where the nets are being set in the Sandown Bay Area.

The Forum requested the Town Council to help them by supporting the introduction of a Bylaw to remove the possibility of placing set nets in Sandown Bay. This could help the rejuvenation of fish stocks; remove public Health and Safety risks by stopping boats and children, dolphins and other species getting tangled in the nets as it is an accident waiting to happen. It would aid local businesses, promote the Bay as a Haven free from commercial pressure and introduce larger scale angling competitions and Festivals which will aid tourism in the Bay Area.

COMPLAINT RECEIVED BY COUNCILLOR PATEL HIGHLIGHTING THE PROBLEMS CAUSED BY COMMERCIAL NETTING OF FISH IN SANDOWN BAY.


Cllr Patel introduced the complaint and Cllr Humby reported on the various actions she had taken on this matter. From her enquiries it would appear that there is nothing to stop the nets being placed.  There is no Fisheries Officer at the moment. She had written to Andrew Turner to help with this matter as there was a new Marine Bill going or has gone through Parliament.  It will take two years for a Bye Law to be introduced.
